A strathspey for 3 couples in a 4 couple longwise set 

 

 BARS 
 1  ̶  8 1st couple cross over giving right hands. stay facing out, 

                  cast off and meet in 2nd place facing down.  With right hands 

joined 1st couple lead down to finish in 3rd place facing out.  1st 

couple cast up to finish in the middle of 2nd place facing down in 

                  promenade hold.  Meanwhile: ̶  

  2nd couple set for two bars, giving left hands lead up crossing over 

at the top and keep facing out.  2nd couple cast off, meet in 2nd 

place facing down and with right hands joined lead down to finish 

in 3rd place in promenade hold. And:= 

                         3rd couple set for four bars, cast up to 2nd place, giving left hand 

lead up crossing over at the top to finish in top place facing down 

in promenade hold. 

    

   9  ̶  16 3rd, 1st and 2nd couples dance an allemande and all finish on 

opposite sides in the order 2, 1, 3.  

 

   17  ̶  24 1st couple with right hands joined lead down the middle for 

                 four steps.  At the end of bar four 1st man raises his right hand, 

dances below his partner, while 1st lady dances underneath 

                 their joined right hands. 1st couple lead back up to 2nd place 

                  on their own side.  1st couple stay facing out and up. 

 

   25  ̶  30 2nd, 1st and 3rd couples dance reels of three on the sides, to 

begin:- 1st couple dance up and out, 2nd couple down and in, 3rd 

couple up and in. 

 

   31   ̶  32 Giving right hand, 2nd and 3rd couples cross over to own side. 

                  [at the end, on repetition, 1st couple step down while 4th couple 

cross up to third place].
