1s & 2s 1/2 turn ptnrs 2H & lead ptnrs on 1 place clockwise & 2s+1s cross RH to own sides

 TOURNEE FOR 2 COUPLES


 1- 4
1s+2s dance into prom hold (Men with partner on right, 1s face Men’s side & 2s face Ladies side), both couples wheel anticlockwise 1/2 way & Men turn Ladies into middle 

 5- 8
Both couples turn 1.1/2 times (2s RH, 1s LH) & dance out to places

 TOURNEE FOR 3 COUPLES, in triangular set


 1- 2
All dance into the centre, Men shoulder to shoulder facing anticlockwise

 3- 4
With Men shoulder to shoulder, all dance 2 places anticlockwise

 5- 6
Drop RH and all turn into the sidelines in new position with Ladies facing in and Men facing out & turning by LH all change places with partner

 7- 8
Turning by LH, again all change places with partner, repeat bars 5-6 finishing in new places

 WEASEL REEL


Previous 2 bars - 1s+3s turn partner RH to end Men facing down & Ladies up while 2s are in normal places

 1- 8
1s+3s dance part reel of 4 up/down middle but when reaching either end they dance clockwise to top/bottom to re-enter reel while 2s dance clockwise to replace dancer leaving the reel & all end where they started

Note - Men always reel down middle & dance up Mens side while Ladies always reel up middle & dance down Ladies side

 WESTERN DO-SI-DO


1- 2
Men set while Ladies dance in, Ladies pass each other LSh & curve to left, then turn right about to face partner

3- 4
All change places with partner LH

5- 6
Men change places with opposite Lady RH, Men pass LSh dancing back towards places while Lady dances to partner's place

7- 8
All turn partner RH to original places

 WHIRLIGIG PROGRESSION


 1- 2
1s & 2s turn 3/4 RH ending in prom hold with 1s facing Men’s side & 2s facing Ladies side

 3- 6
1s & 2s promenade once round (Men keeping LSh to LSh)

 7- 8
2s turn LH to own side (2nd place) & cast up to 1st place while 1s turn LH moving down to 2nd place on own side
